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VANCOUVER. x--14s. A group of 30 math whizzes from around the world are at a B-C university this month applying their mathematics skills to solve real-world problems. It's part of a mathematics boot camp at Simon Fraser University. The students have been divided into groups and partnered with B-C companies. They're working on projects ranging from detecting unexploded weapons in conflict zones, to traffic the movements of marine life to measuring medical wait times. Arvind Gupta (GOOP'-ta), scientific director of MITACS, the research network putting on the camp, says it's a chance to show both students and industry the value of math.
