Numbers to Take Centre Stage with Launch of First-of-its-Kind, Interactive Production that Illustrates Value of Math in Daily Life

Vancouver, B.C. – As part of an ongoing effort to better prepare young Canadians for future success by building their math skills, Canada’s leading numbers organization has announced the launch of a first-of-its kind, multimedia stage production for high schools that gives equations and formulas a starring role.
The live interactive performance, called ShowMath – which features a series of humorous skits – will be introduced into high schools across Canada in the coming year.  The goal, say show organizers, is to provide students with a simple and fun way to learn about the role of math in daily life, heighten their interest in mathematical sciences, and help them realize that math is everywhere and why they need to care. 

Produced by MITACS – a Vancouver-based national research network focused on connecting university-based math researchers with companies and other organizations to solve real-world challenges – ShowMath builds on the success of the French production by the same name. Created by leading Quebec-based personality Jean-Marie De Koninck, the French show is currently being performed in Quebec, Ontario and Manitoba.
