Internationally-renowned mathematician/counterterrorism expert 

speaking in Edmonton
American mathematician Jonathan Farley is bringing his unique perspective on the role that mathematics can play in counter- and counter-counterterrorism to Edmonton on May 26th. 

Dr. Farley - a teaching and research fellow at the Johannes Kepler Universität Linz in Austria -  has applied mathematics to many aspects of the war on terror from modeling popular support for the insurgency in Iraq, to the immorality of torture, to determining how to allocate security forces to protect against improvised explosive devices.  He is now working to design a terrorist cell that has the highest probability of surviving an attack by law enforcement.

Farley was invited to Edmonton to speak at the 2010 MITACS/CORS Joint Annual Conference which is bringing 300 mathematicians and students from across Canada to the city from May 25 – 28th. His lecture will launch the 18-month long International Focus Period on Network Analysis and its Applications run by MITACS, a national research network specializing in mathematics that links university-based researchers with companies, government and other organizations to solve real-world social and economic challenges. 

His work applying mathematics to counterterrorism has been profiled in the Chronicle of Higher Education, Science News Online, the Economist and USA Today and has appeared on Fox News and on Air America Radio.
